In the Special Collections Department of the National
Library of Serbia, library materials that do not fall into
the category of general, regular library holdings are
collected, stored and lent. These 'special’ materials
are grouped into several separate units, or collec-
tions, which are characterised and specifically sorted
according to the type of library material they repre-
sent, and then according to their cultural, historical,
museological and scientific value. The collections are
as follows: Collection of Recent Literary Manuscripts
and Archival Materials; Collection of Old, Rare and
Miniature Books; Graphic Art Collection; Cartographic
Collection; Collection of Photodocuments; Printed
Music and Music Manuscripts, Audio and Audiovisu-
al Collection; Collection of Bequests and Memorial
Libraries; Other Special Collections.

A large percentage of the material that would today
belong to the Special Collections Department was de-
stroyed or lost during World War |, and an even larger
part was lost during the 1941 bombing of Belgrade:
memorial libraries of Vuk Karadzi¢, Bura Danici¢

and Lukijan Musicki, a large number of old and rare
books, photographs, graphic art prints, posters and

a rich archive of Turkish documents about Serbia.
Even though in the mid-19'" century the first Serbian
librarian Filip Nikoli¢ recognised the need to group
and preserve these collections, it could be said that
the Special Collections Department was first formed
in 1947. The materials arrived at the collections as
legal deposit copies, often by being purchased, but
also in the form of donations and through exchange.
According to special decisions taken by federal and
republic authorities, in 1946, the National Library
was presented with: the Palace Library, the Senate
Library, a portion of the National Assembly Library,
the Library of the Saint Sava Association.

In 1947, nine National Library departments were
formed, of which two are of significance to the genesis
of the Special Collections Department: the Auxiliary
Collections Department, which dealt with geographic
maps, atlases, music manuscripts, photographs,
posters, etc., and the Manuscripts, Old and Rare Books
Department. Later on, in 1961, the Special Collections
Department that exists today and the Archaeographic
Department, which has continued to study manu-
scripts, have emerged from these two departments.

The Special Collections Reading Room can accom-
modate 37 people and has 10 computers available.
Specific types of material of great cultural significance
and museological value can be studied here. There is
also the Cartographic Reading Room, equipped with

a special desk for viewing and precisely tracing maps
and plans, and the Music Reading Room, where mu-
sic manuscripts and phonodocuments can be studied.

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The Collection of Recent Literary Manuscripts
and Archival Materials contains materials from
the 18" century onwards. It includes manuscript
materials important for preserving and studying
the nation’s cultural heritage, primarily national
literature and history, but also other scientific
fields dealing with the study of culture in the
broadest sense (philosophy, sociology, philology,
ethnology, etc.). This collection began to grow
during the occupation of Belgrade through dona-
tions and purchases, which created the minimum
conditions for reopening the National Library after
it had been destroyed in the April bombing of 1941.
Since 1947, the material has been collected sys-
tematically and according to established criteria.
As it continues to grow, with modern manuscripts
already marked as permanent national values, the
collection does not only have museological value,
but it also has a dynamic role in modern literary
developments, science and culture as a whole. The
collection is mainly made up of the manuscript
bequests of writers and scientists, heteroge-
neous in their contents, and they largely include
works preserved in writing (autographs and texts
typed on typing machines or, in modern times,

on computers), correspondence, personal and
official documents, printed works with handwrit-
ten notes and corrections, press clippings, etc. The
most extensive and most important manuscript
bequests are those of: Milan D. Mili¢evi¢, Cedomil;

The Old Books Collection is one of the oldest
and most important collections of the National
Library of Serbia. It was founded the same day
as the National Library, and the most promi-
nent librarians, such as Dura Danic¢i¢ and Stojan
Novakovi¢, worked on profiling and filling it. A
large number of books disappeared in World War
I, and after many years were spent recovering
the collection, it was completely destroyed on the
very day World War Il began. Today, the collection
includes 5,886 titles and about 15,000 copies.

Mostly thanks to the work of Dusica StoSic, in
1973 the collection received the indispensable
Catalogue of Books in the Languages of Yugoslav
Nations: 1519-1867, which included the largest
part of the collection: 3,044 bibliographic units.
This collection includes old printed books and
annual publications (yearbooks, almanacs, calen-
dars), both foreign and Serbian. The recently adop-
ted concept of this collection will enable clearer
profiling, and the new Law on Old and Rare Library
Materials has crystallised its limits. The lower
limit is the year 1638 (publications up to this year
are stored in the Archaeography Department),
while the upper limit is 1867, the year when Vuk
KaradZi¢'s linguistic reform was officially introdu-
ced. This limit applies to the Serbian language and
culture, while 1835 is the limit for Croatian and
Slovenian, 1830 for Romanian, 1800 for Russian
and Hungarian, 1878 for Bulgarian, and 1700 for

The collection staff works on: retrieving, collecting,
storing, preserving and using the materials; on
their studying and evaluation; on their categoriza-
tion and the keeping of registers; on the processing
of the materials and creation of the catalogues; on
the preservation, microfilming, digitization, conser-
vation and restoration of the materials.

Even though in terms of content the collection is
largely based on religious, most of all Christian,
literature, it includes the works of Serbian cultural
giants such as: Jovan Raji¢, Lukijan Musicki, Za-
harija Orfelin, Dositej Obradovi¢, Platon Atanacko-
vi¢, Vuk Karadzi¢, Bura Danici¢, Petar Il Petrovic¢
Njegos, S. M. Sarajlija, Branko Radi¢evi¢, Jovan
Sterija Popovi¢ and J. J. Zmaj, as well as the first
spelling books, reading exercise books, textbooks,
and the first Serbian constitutions and laws. There

Of the printed books in foreign languages, from
the post-incunabula onwards, there are over 120
from the 16" century alone. The oldest is the
history of Shkodra, a book by Marin Barleti from
1504, De obsidione Scodrensi. If we do not consider
Croatian as a other languages (the collection has
many Croatian books), among the books in foreign
languages the most common are certainly in
Latin. There are also many books in Russian, and
there are a smaller number of copies in Italian,
French, German, Hungarian, Bulgarian, Romanian,
Ancient Greek, Slovenian, Czech.

According to the Law on Old and Rare Library Ma-
terials from 2011, rare books are publications that
have one of the following characteristics:

1. Manuscripts written after 1867;

2. Copies of publications that do not fit the profile
of total circulation because of special equipment
or content;

3. Bibliophilic publications of significant authors
and bibliophilic publications of special scientific,
historical, cultural or artistic value;

4. Rare publications from the 1912-1913, 1914-
1918 and 1941-1945 war periods;

5. Publications printed in less than 100 copies
which have special scientific, historical, cultural or
artistic value;

6. Censored, proscribed publications that are pre-
served in a small number of copies and have great
cultural significance;

7. Emigrant publications issued outside the terri-
tory of the Republic of Serbia, preserved in a small
number of copies.

Currently, the collection contains 231 titles only,
and in reality this number is much lower still. With
the adoption of the new law, conditions have been
met for the collection to be reorganised, which
will occur in future, and once this is completed,
the collection will be halved. Some of the more
important books in the collection are: Revelation
by Rastko Petrovic, several titles by the Signa-
list Miroljub Todorovi¢, a copy of the reprint of
Miroslav’s Gospel from 1897, Eminent Serbs from
the 19" Century 1901-1904, The Odyssey by Nikos
Kazantzakis, and several bibliophilic publications.

The tradition of miniature publications is almost
as old as printed books in general. The first such
book, Diurnale Mogantinum, was published by
Peter Schoffer in 1468. Its dimensions are 94 x 65
mm. Bilder ABC by Egon Pruggmayer, published

in 1971 in Leipzig, is considered to be the smallest
printed book. Its dimensions are 3 x 2.5 mm.

Since the Miniature Books Collection of the
National Library of Serbia had not been founded
formally, the year 1977, when the first recording in
the inventory book was made, can be taken as the
year of its founding. Western criterion is applied for
dimensions: 100 x 100 x 100 mm. Almost one half

of the total of 221 titles belongs to Karoly Andruskd,
a geographer, ex-librist and bibliophile from Senta.
His miniature, mostly hand-printed graphic art prints
(mainly xylography) are shown in these titles.

For the most part, the collection holds belles-lettres,
but it also has bibliographies, monographs (of
institutions: schools, a football club, the Communist
Party of Yugoslavia or individuals), several politi-

cal pamphlets and many dictionaries, theological
literature, The Sarajevo Haggadah and a book by
Immanuel Kant. Some of the interesting belle-lettres
are: The Mountain Wreath by Petar Il Petrovi¢ Njegos,
poems by Edgar Allan Poe, Alfred de Musset,
Miroljub Todorovi¢, Srecko Kosovel, France PreSern,
a haiku poet, short stories by Miroslav Josic¢ Visnji¢,
Dositej Obradovic's Letter to Haralampije, and fairy
tales by Charles Perrault. According to the national,
i.e. language, key, the greatest number of books

are Serbian, and then Russian, French, Slovenian,
Hungarian, German and Czech.

Individually, the most interesting among them are
the two ultra-micro-mini German books (6 x 6 mm),
and War Manifesto of Emperor Franz Joseph | from
1914. The Manifesto is 24 mm thick and bound. On
the front cover there is a relief portrait of the Aus-
tro-Hungarian monarch with an inscription Memory
from the World War, and there is an explanation in
Croatian of why he was forced to start the war. The
Lord’s Prayer is a book published in 1959 in Munich
by Waldmann & Pfitzner. It is the Our Father prayer
in seven languages. The same publisher issued
Der olympische Eid (The Olympic Oath) in 1972, in
six languages, in the same format. The books are
in small transparent boxes with a magnifying glass
in the bottom of each, as they cannot be read with
the naked eye. The small boxes are kept in protec-
tive boxes. These two miniature books are also the
smallest in the whole collection. The books were
probably published either to commemorate the
five centuries since the first Gutenberg books were
printed or on the occasion of the Olympic Games in
Munich in 1972.

The first mention of pictures in the National Library of
Serbia holdings can be found in the lists of materials
made in 1854 by the Library's first officially appointed
librarian, Filip Nikoli¢. Among the then inventoried
materials in the Library, there is also a list of pictures.
A report on the overall state of the National Library of
Serbia, published on 30 November 1882 in Educa-
tion Gazette, indicated that Department IX had 1,438
various copper and steel engravings, xylographs and
photographs, and Department X had 452 ethnograph-
ic pictures. The collections did not change much in
their structure and number of units until World War I,
when during the 1941 April bombing 1,500 old maps,
drawings, engravings, lithographs and old plans of
the city of Belgrade were destroyed.

At a conference on the internal organisation of the
National Library, held on 10 January 1947, the Aux-
iliary Collections Department was founded, which
gathers, processes and lends geographic maps

and atlases, music manuscripts, photographs and
posters. The organisation and methodology of its
work was improved in 1962, when the Graphic Art
Collection started working under this name and
became one of the eight independent units of the
Special Collections Department. The collection was
then divided into four units: graphic art prints collec-
tion, graphic maps collection, posters collection and
exhibition catalogues collection.

The basis for the collection was formed in the
1950s, when the Institute for the Protection and
Research of the Culture of the People’s Republic of
Serbia donated its valuable collection of engravings
to the Library. The Graphic Art Collection of the
NLS received 482 graphic art prints, mostly copper
engravings, but also lithographs created in the

19" century and thematically related to the Balkan
countries and peoples. The material is diverse in
terms of motives and it covers an extensive period
(from the 16" to 20" century), with special empha-
sis on the 19" century. Because of their historical,
documentary and artistic value, several authors and
works distinguish themselves in this collection.

There is an extremely valuable series of lithographs
by Jakob Alt (1789-1872), a German painter and
lithographer, and his contemporaries, who worked
on designing a map called A Painter’s Journey from
the Source of the Danube to the Black Sea, published
in Vienna in 1826.

In terms of Serbian graphic art of the 19" century,
the first Serbian photographer and lithographer
Anastas Jovanovi¢ should be highlighted. His series
of lithographs Serbian Monuments, printed in four
maps, is not complete. Even though the Graphic
Art Collection has eleven out of sixteen of these
lithographs, it is still one of the most valuable items
in the collection.

A special place in the collection is reserved for
Ljubomir Ivanovi¢ (1882-1945), an exceptionally
talented painter, an art teacher at the Art School,
professor of graphic art at the Academy of Fine Arts
and a corresponding member of the Serbian Royal
Academy since 1922. There are 150 drawings and
graphic art prints in the Graphic Art Collection.

One of the most important items in this collection
was donated in September 2009, when the collec-
tion was enriched by the addition of a map with five
graphic art prints by one of our most significant
painters of the 20" century and academician Ljubica
Cuca Sokic¢. The graphic map was donated by her
heir, Mr Miomir Gatalovic.

Mihailo S. Petrov (1901-1983), one of the pioneers
of Serbian modern graphic art, donated in 1973, on
the occasion of the opening of the NLS'’s new bui-
lding, a graphic map, printed in 1971, called Seven
Linocuts. The linocuts from this collection were
first published in 1921 and 1922 in the avant-garde
magazines Zenith, Dada Tank and Ut.

There are about 20,000 posters and wall charts in
the Posters Collection and they can be divided into
two units: textual and illustrated posters. Some of
the more significant artists who created their graph-
ic and artistic expressions through posters have
their works in this collection, such as Dragoslav
Stojanovic¢ (1890-1945), Alfred Lehner (1919-1986),
Aleksandar Klas (1928-2002), Stjepan Fileki
(1928-2012), Miodrag Bata KneZzevic¢ (1947-).

The Exhibition Catalogues and Museum Guides
Collection has about 20,000 titles. These pub-
lications are a rich source of information for the
research of cultural events, exhibitions, artistic
tendencies, the works of artists, museums, galleries
and other cultural institutions.

The Cartographic Collection of the National
Library of Serbia is an invaluable collection that
shows the cultural identity and historical continuity
of Southern Slavic countries and Southern and
South-Eastern Europe.

All the cartographic materials by Serbian carto-
graphers, and those related to Serbian territories
throughout history, regardless of the origin of
the author, compiler or country of publishing,
have been collected, processed, stored, lent and
presented to the public in the Cartographic Colle-
ction for decades, with a keen awareness of the
importance of creating comprehensive national
holdings.

Ever since the Cartographic Collection shared the
same fate with the entire National Library in the
1941 bombing of Belgrade, when it was burnt to
the ground, its reconstruction was considered cru-
cial and for the most part has now been completed.
The most culturally and materially valuable copies
have been acquired as donations or through

Most of the materials
arrived at the collection as legal deposit copies.

The Cartographic Collection of the NLS includes
about 40,000 sheets of all kinds of maps: over-
view, thematic, topographic maps in various
scales; settlement plans; nautical and astrono-
mical charts; and over 1,200 atlas titles (general,
historical, thematically different, etc.).

Old and rare maps, old atlases and manuscript
maps have special value, cultural and historical
relevance, and they faithfully reflect the peri-

ods in which they were created and, apart from
geographic information, they provide information
regarding the achievements of various civilisa-
tions, political aspirations and an understanding
of the world of that time. Old maps and atlases

of the Cartographic Collection, originating from
the 16™, 17" and 18" centuries, were made using
copper engraving and xylography techniques, and
are works that have remarkable artistic value. The
Cartographic Collection includes valuable copies of
the most important cartographic schools and the
most famous cartographers of Europe.

The oldest map owned by the NLS, depicting Ser-
bia, is actually a xylograph entitled New Grichen-

One of the older xylographs is Griechisch Weilen-
burg, by German cartographer Sebastian Minster,
which depicts Belgrade in the mid-16" century.

A special place is also reserved for a plan of
Belgrade, made by graphic artist and military en-
gineer Joan Baptista Gumpp, entitled La Fortezza
e la Cita di Belgrado from 1688.

Among recent maps in the collection, The First
Serbian Map is particularly significant, scaled

at 1:75000, which was designed by the Serbian
General Staff officers in the period from 1880 to
1892 on the basis of their survey of the Kingdom
of Serbia. There are also numerous sectional
charts which were published during World War |,
especially those published in Corfu.

The most important atlases in the atlas collection
are: Atlas Minor from 1638, by Gerard Mercator;
the first Serbian atlas printed in Venice in 1804; a
work done by Serbian erudite Pavle Solaric¢ titled
Mrewiti 3emnenucHuKs; and a manuscript atlas
titled Festungen Dalmatiens und Albaniens nebst
vorliegenden Inseln, und Beschreibung by colonel
and cartographer Maximilian de Traux.

The materials in the collection allow the visitors
to do research in many ways, from cartographic
sources for historical geography, history of car-
tography, development of areas and cities, traffic,
etc., through sources for programming and spatial
development planning, to publishing monographs,
studies, papers, reprints of old issues, as well as
the diffusion of electronic and printed media.

The whole of the Cartographic Collection is
described bibliographically in accordance with
the ISBD(CM) standard (International Standard
Bibliographic Description for Cartographic Mate-
rials) and can be searched through the electronic
catalogue of the National Library of Serbia.

Over the last several years, the National Library of
Serbia has intensively worked on the digitisation
of the Cartographic Collection, which offers online

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The Photodocuments Collection of the National
Library of Serbia consists of three collections:

The Photographs Collection has about 16,000
items, collected because of both their artistic and
documentary values. The nucleus of the collection
is comprised of photographs from the work of the
National Library of Serbia. This collection includes
photographs and all other forms that preceded the
photography of today (tablotypes, daguerreotypes,
tintypes, etc., positives, negatives, copies, contact
prints, Polaroid snapshots, etc.).

The most important part of this collection is the
one of 19"-century Serbian photographs, which
includes the majority of photographs from that pe-
riod made by Anastas Jovanovi¢, Nikola Stokman,
Florian Gantenbein, Anastas Stojanovi¢, Panta
Hristi¢, Lazar Lecter, Leopold Konig, Milan Jova-
novi¢, F. Regecki and many others who had stu-
dios in Belgrade and throughout Serbia. From this
period of photography expansion, there are studio
photographs from the territory of Austria-Hungary
and other European countries made by J. Levi and
Adele Perlmutter from Vienna, Frederick Boisson
and André Taponier from Paris, Levicki and Trunov

From its exclusive beginnings in the mid-19*"
century, the use of photography expanded in the
20" century to the most diverse fields: it exists

as amateur, professional, artistic, documentary,
press and scientific photography. This is the kind
of spectrum of exceptionally diverse photographs,
both content-wise and formally, that make for the
largest part of the Photographs Collection.

The Photographic Albums Collection is the
smallest collection containing just over 200
albums, but it is nonetheless very important. In
the second half of the 19" century photographic
albums made their debut, in the beginning as ex-
clusive objects of applied art, bound into wooden
frames and covered with leather and velvet, with
pearl intarsions and metal buckles. There are
even photographic albums which were also music
boxes, in which family photographs were kept
together with collector’s editions of portraits of
prominent people or reproductions of fine works
of art. Such are the albums of the Raki¢ and Jan-
kovi¢ families, album of Janko Safarik and others.
At the transition from the 19" to the 20" century,
albums became simpler as the development of
photographs became cheaper. Photographers
themselves bound their photographs and sold
them to collectors. Such is the album Smederevo
by the court photographer Milan Jovanovi¢ and
the albums by the Abdullah Brothers, the best
known photographers of the Ottoman Empire
from the end of the 19" century, with photographs
of Istanbul, the imperial army and navy, given to
king Aleksandar Obrenovic¢. Among others, this
collection has albums of amateur photographs,
thematically collected photographs from the first

The largest collection of the Photodocuments
Collection is the Postcard Collection, which con-
tains tens of thousands of copies from the end of
the 19" and beginning of the 215t century. The first
photographic postcards were printed in Serbia in
the last decade of the 19'" century. They are the-
matically very diverse: city panoramas, portraits of
prominent figures, reproductions of art work. The
collection of postcards of Belgrade and other cities
is large and it is a valuable source for the study of
their architecture, urban planning and history. At
the beginning of the 20" century, the propaganda
potential of postcards was discovered when the
ever growing mass production of photographs
developed. The largest part of this collection is the
one created in the second half of the 20" century,
with increasingly less expensive printing and the
increase in tourism. A sharp decline in postcard
production occurred in the transition from the 20"

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to the 21t century, with the emergence of new
media. Since then, they are being printed less and
even more rarely sent.

The collections of the Photodocuments Collection
are relatively rich in content, and very diverse both
chronologically and thematically. This diversity
comes partly from the fact that this material,

as library material, was recognised relatively

late, and partly from the fact that the collection
enlarged through selective acquisition, primarily
by being purchased from suppliers and given as
donations. The acquisition of materials as legal
deposit copies can only be applied to the Postcard
Collection. Photographs, postcards and albums
are processed according to the rules of invento-
rying and cataloguing, as any other type of library
material is, according to the ISBD(NBM) Standard
in the COMARC format. Catalogue descriptions of
the Photodocuments Collection’s photographs are
searchable in the electronic catalogue of the Na-
tional Library of Serbia and in the shared COBIB.
SR database. In parallel with cataloguing, units
from this collection are digitised as well.

The beginnings of Serbian civic music culture

and literacy are related to the first half of the

19t century and, on the one hand to the work of
Joseph Schlesinger (1794-1870) and Kornelije
Stankovi¢ (1831-1865), and on the other hand to
a growing number of newly established music
chapels. Throughout almost two centuries, Serbi-
an classical music evolved relying on traditional,
folk principles, while simultaneously keeping
pace with Western influences. In consonance with
these circumstances, the Printed Music Collec-
tion represents a unique kind of music history.
The scope of this relatively young but extensive
collection, which includes about 11,000 items in
two physical formats, in general terms, goes from
classical music works of foreign and national
composers, to folk, popular and jazz composi-
tions. Chronologically, the collection covers a
period of four centuries.

During the 19" and the early 20" century, Serbian
composers, educated mainly abroad and guided
by circumstances on the national and European
political and social scenes, composed musical
works that were printed in Vienna and distributed

Printed music production and first sheet music
publications printed in Serbia emerged in the 20*
Century. The National Library of Serbia holds

the most valuable releases of musical works
composed by significant Serbian composers:
from Kornelije Stankovi¢, Davorin Jenko, Josif
Marinkovi¢, Stevan St. Mokranjac, Isidor Baji¢ and
Stanislav Binicki, to Petar Konjovi¢, Miloje Milo-
jevi¢, Stevan Hristi¢, BoZidar Joksimovi¢, but also
younger generation composers — Mihovil Logar,
Ljubica Mari¢, Stanojlo Raji¢i¢, Marko Tajcevic,
Svetolik Nastasijevi¢, Aleksandar Obradovic,
Dejan Despi¢, Rajko Maksimovi¢ and others.
Works created by worldwide famous composers,
to mention just a few of them - Bach, Mozart,
Beethoven, Brahms, Tchaikovsky, Borodin, Mus-
sorgsky, Shostakovich, Prokofiev, Stravinsky — are
also accessible in the Music Reading Room of the
National Library of Serbia.

A significant part of the Printed Music Collection,
which provides an excellent insight into music
production and culture in general, comprises
collections and compilations created by music

Unlike the Printed Music Collection, regular-

ly accumulated by legal deposit and selective
acquisition, music manuscripts were mainly
received as donations or purchased from sup-
pliers, with the aim to reconstitute the national
fund. The most important music manuscripts are:
Karlovacko pojanje and UdZbenik crvenog pojanja i
pravila by Branko Cveji¢, works of Davorin Jenko,
Bozidar Joksimovi¢, Milenko Paunovi¢, Milivoje
Crvéanin, Nikola Hercigonja, and musical pieces of
eight contemporary Serbian composers (Mihovil
Logar, Enriko Josif, Aleksandar Obradovi¢, Milutin
Radenkovi¢, Dejan Despi¢, Vitomir Trifunovic,
Dusan Radi¢ and Vasilije Mokranjac) dedicated to
the opening of the National Library of Serbia’s new
building on 6 April 1973. In most recent times, the
National Library of Serbia received two significant
music manuscripts collections: the composer Ra-

well), and Goran Obradovi¢ bestowed an extensive
number (more than 200) of musical works of his
father, Aleksandar Obradovic.

The last third of the 19th century opened the door
to new technological possibilities — thanks to

the inventions of Thomas Alva Edison and Emile
Berliner, it became possible to record and repro-
duce recorded sound. At the beginning of the 20th
Century, the production of sound carriers — gram-
ophone records (recorded at 78 rpm) and gramo-
phones became industrialised. From the earliest
sound recordings — 78s, and somewhat more
recent long play and single gramophone records
— through audio cassettes, all the way to mod-
ern compact discs, the Audio Collection, which
recently celebrated half a century of existence,
comprises more than 30,000 issues of Serbian
and foreign works, diverse in music genres and
epochs, recorded for the most famous publishing
houses - both abroad and in our country (at first in
the SFRY, and today in Serbia).

Apart from music recordings, a significant part
of the audio collection holds speech recordings
exemplified in form of audio books, dramatised
literary works and documentary recordings. Along

houses, the recordings of the radio show Guest of
the Radio Belgrade Second Programme (record-
ed on audio cassettes) by author and host Milo$
Jevti¢, serve as a valuable illustration of personal
and professional activities of Serbian and foreign
prominent figures from various spheres of social
life: science, art, education and politics.

For almost a decade, the National Library of
Serbia has been intensely working on the digiti-
sation of the oldest sound recordings - 78 rpm
gramophone records. Besides the conversion from
analogue sound recordings into digital format,

the project also involves a thorough restoration of

sound recordings. Saved from oblivion and total
destruction, sound recordings made at the first
recording session in Belgrade in 1903, including
voices and performances of Ci¢a llija Stanojevic,
The King's Guard Music, and Ms Binicki — are
now available to the public. The music heritage
preserved on these records illustrates the perfor-
mance and music life of the first half of the 20th
century. Works of prominent Serbian composers
are now available as a result of oldest records
digitisation: Stevan St. Mokranjac, Stevan Hristic,
Isidor Baji¢, Stanislav Binicki, Milivoje Crv&anin,
Petar Konjovic. Voices of the greatest Serbian
singers of that age - Mijat Mijatovi¢, Sofka Nikoli¢,
Teodora Arsenovi¢, Zivojin Tomi¢, add to the sig-
nificance of this collection.

Regarding the vocal, instrumental and vocal-in-
strumental ensembles, one should point out
performances by the Music Chapel Cicvaric, the
Obilic-Krsmanovi¢ Choir, The First Belgrade
Singing Society and numerous troupes, chapels
and other ensembles. Collections of long play,
single records and audio cassettes are of no less
importance and also provide excellent insight into
foreign and local production in the second half of
the 20th Century.

The Audiovisual Collection holds two types of
physical formats (carriers): videocassettes (VHS)
and DVDs. These most recent collections include
feature, animated and documentary films and
programs, along with recordings of music, and
social events.

The DVD collection was formed in 2004 and has
been growing exponentially, so that today it holds
8,000 publications issued mainly by local, but also
foreign publishing houses and distributors. Like
the Audio Collection, the Audiovisual Collection is
being accumulated by legal deposit and selec-
tive acquisition — as donations, by purchasing

or through exchange. The sound recordings and
videocassettes are available to users in the Music
Reading Room, while DVDs can be used in the
new Multimedia Reading Room.

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The National Library of Serbia’s Bequests
and the Memorial Libraries Collection
contains eighteen collections of famous
scientists, artists, writers, cultural and public
actors. These collections represent their owners
through the clearly profiled contents of personal
libraries which express the interests and fields
in which they operated.

As expected, each collection contains a personal
library, but in most of them there are other, non-
book materials, such as manuscript bequests,
correspondence, diary entries, photographs,
periodicals and personal documents. It is precisely
this kind of material that makes these collections
exceptional and unique, as well as indispensable
for studying the lives and work of their owners.

The library of Milan Raki¢ (1876-1938) contains

a number of national literature works of his time,
and what makes them special are the numerous
author's dedications present. The collection boasts
a large number of titles on the French Revolution
and Napoleon. A part of this bequest also includes
his desk and two bookcase cabinets.

Milica Prodanovi¢ (1897-1992), long-time direc-
tor of the University Library in Belgrade, and her
daughter Borjana (1930-1994), theatre director
and professor at the Faculty of Dramatic Arts,
donated the Prodanovic¢ family’s valuable library.

In addition to the books collected by Milica and
Borjana, books that belonged to Jasa Prodanovic¢
and his son Bora are also included. This collection
contains journals, a collection of photographs, cor-
respondence and documents.

The bequest of Dr Petar Kolendié (1882-1969),
academician and history of literature professor at
the University of Belgrade, is invaluable to schol-
ars who study the literature of Dubrovnik, because
the bequest, besides the large number of pro-
fessional literature, also consists of an extensive
manuscript bequest and a large number of copies
and photocopies of materials from the Dubrovnik
Archive.

The most important part of the bequest of
Ljubomir Micié¢ (1895-1971), famous avant-garde
artist and founder of Zenithism, are his manu-
scripts and correspondence with leading artists

of that time from Europe and our country. The
bequest also includes all issues of the magazine
Zenith.

Academician and professor of national medieval
history at the University of Belgrade Mihailo Dinié
(1899-1970) left an extensive library which reflects
his professional orientation, as well as signifi-

titles on photography and photography technology,
include over a thousand photographs taken by this
renowned artist.

The library of Hellenist, translator and historian of
ancient literature Milo$ Burié (1892-1967) con-
sists of a collection of his major works and a large
number of studies and papers that were published
in numerous professional journals in Serbia and
abroad.

The library of Desanka Maksimovié (1898-1993)
consists of a large number of literary works of
Yugoslav, Russian and Bulgarian writers. The
collection is particularly valuable because of the
authors’ dedications to the poetess.

The library of journalist and publicist Milog Jevtié¢
(1935) contains modern literature works, most of
which include valuable dedications by their au-
thors. A special segment of the collection includes
transcripts of interviews Jevti¢ did over the years
for the Radio Belgrade Channel Two with promi-
nent writers.

The bequest of Milo$ Crnjanski (1893-1977)
consists of a relatively modest personal library
and a manuscript bequest which is quite compre-
hensive and invaluable. The bequest also includes
photographs, personal documents, decorative
items, drawings, a self-portrait, a desk and a
chest of drawers, a typewriter, and even a few
garments.

Academician and professor at the University of
Belgrade Dr Veselin Cajkanovié (1881-1946),
one of our first ethnologists, donated a huge
personal library with over 12,000 volumes on
ethnology, folklore, mythology, classical and
modern philology, history of literature and
historiography in Serbian, German and French.
His manuscript bequest contains notes and
preparations for lectures and an unpublished
manuscript.

The library of ethnologist, professor at the Univer-
sity of Belgrade and academician Tihomir Dorde-
vié (1868-1944) includes an extensive specialised
library, while his manuscript bequest with more
than 6,000 letters arrived at the NLS together with
the bequest of Dordevi¢'s nieces Ljubica DPor-
devié (1894-1974) and Danica Jankovié (1898-
1960). Apart from their uncle’s manuscripts, which
they themselves arranged, there are numerous
publications in their bequest related to ethnomu-
sicology, as well as materials for their major work
Folk Dances, and a large number of photographs
and letters, local and foreign periodicals.

The personal library of painter and academician
Ljubica Cuca Soki¢ (1914-2009) contains a large
number of catalogues from the exhibitions of

the most famous foreign and local artists in our
country and abroad.

The bequest of Jovan Pejovié (1887-1980), judge
and lawyer, contains titles from various fields of
law, but also economics and philosophy.

In the collection of books of national hero and po-
litician DuZan Petrovi¢ Sane (1914-1977), works
from contemporary literature and history are pre-
dominant, mostly from the history of the National
Liberation War and the labour movement.

The library that belonged to Documentation
Centre Wars 1991-1999 includes titles about
the crisis in Yugoslavia in the nineties. Apart from
the publications published here and abroad, the
collection also holds a significant number of video
tapes with archive and documentary material
related to the disintegration of Yugoslavia.

travel guides of primarily commercial content;
catalogues of publishing houses with commercial
content; old address books; old directories (since
2004 directories and address books have been

part of the serial publications collection); industrial
catalogues; exhibition catalogues that are not pu-
blished periodically; calendars; cultural, artistic and
scientific events programmes; congress program-
mes; music, exhibition, theatre and other program-
mes; propaganda material of publishing houses,
museums, institutes, economic organizations etc;
price lists; invitations; patent texts; leaflets; rates;
registers; appointment books; instructions for use
and maintenance; timetables...

According to the Law on Legal Deposit Copies, the
National Library of Serbia is to receive, process,
store and lend all types of publications, which has
increased the influx of unconventional materials
to the Library. Such are three-dimensional objects
which, according to the international standards for
bibliographic description, are considered as library
material: toys; cubes; publications for cutting out,
assembling; models etc; didactic materials in the
form of kits — various types of jigsaws, puzzles
etc. With the increase of this type of materials,

the Collection of Kits and Three-dimensional
Objects was formed, which, apart from the men-
tioned materials, includes multiform materials
and kits which contain two or more different me-
dia or different forms of the same medium, none
of which are of primary importance, but are rather



used as a whole. These are materials such as:
construction kits, laboratory Kits, kits for technical
education, language learning kits, educational
games / board games.

The Collection of Comic Strips was formed in
order that “the ninth art” editions, as an amalgam
of fine arts, literary and dramatic expressions, be
gathered in one place, as well as in order to keep
track of the current production and have a basis
for research in this field.

The Collection of Picture Books, Sticker
Albums and Colouring Books has been sepa-
rated into a special group, considering the fact
that, regarding the content, it primarily consists of
pictorial materials intended for children, including
children’s picture books, colouring books, sticker
albums.
